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ABSTRACT

A Study on the Characteristics of Feminist Diplomacy: Focusing on
the Case of Mexico: What are the factors behind the Mexican
government's adoption of feminist diplomacy despite the fragile
reality of gender human rights? How does Mexico's feminist
diplomacy compare to the Western countries? Can Mexico's feminist
diplomacy be a leading model for Latin America, the Caribbean,
and non-Western countries? This paper attempts to examine the
factors and characteristics of feminist diplomacy, focusing on the case
of Mexico. There are many explanations that ‘situational factors’ were
decisive for the Mexican government’s adoption of feminist
diplomacy. However, these arguments tend to underestimate the
implications of Mexico's adoption of feminist diplomacy by
overlooking the long-standing efforts of Mexican women and
feminists that have influenced the declaration of feminist diplomacy.
Considering this, this paper attempts to explain the factors and
characteristics of Mexico's adoption of feminist diplomacy by
focusing on 'intrinsic factors' rather than ‘situational factors'. In other
words, I would like to explain that the ‘intrinsic factors’ such as
the expansion of the representation of Mexican women in the field
of diplomacy and the institutionalization of the Mexican feminist
movement influenced the factors and characteristics of the adoption
of Mexican feminist diplomacy.

Femicide in Mexico-US Borderlands and Its Matrix of Domination:
This paper aims at analyzing the reasons behind the femicide in
Mexico-US Borderlands by applying the theoretical concept of matrix
of domination proposed by Patricia H. Collins. By doing so, this
paper proposes to contemplate the intersectionality of various
oppressions that Mexico women experience in their site of
domination. After exploring structural factors that have triggered
the increase of femicide in the area, this paper concludes that
patriarchy and dependency turn out to be the two main oppressions
which form matrix of domination of femicide in Mexico-US
Borderlands. In other words, economic dependency of Mexico forces
Mexican women to take the most vulnerable jobs in the most
dangerous places while the pariarchy lables them as ‘bad” women
who refuse to take traditional gender role in order to pursue
economic interests.

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INTRODUCCION

El tema resulta complejo puesto que se une con la crisis de gobernabilidad
y viene de la mano con problemas de largo aliento en la regién, tales como:
desigualdad econdémica, discriminacion social & racial y corrupcién, entre
otros. Pese a ello, las redes sociales han demostrado impactar la forma como
las exigencias de la poblacién se han exteriorizado en el orden publico desde
una perspectiva mds bien comunicacional. No obstante, no es menor pensar
que los avances tecnoldgicos de las comunicaciones no siempre acarrean
efectos constructivos y afables, sobre todo si consideramos su capacidad de
movilizacién, manipulacién y fanatismo.

Ahora bien, no todo resulta negativo puesto que también las redes sociales
han aportado en la participacién politica de la poblacién en post de la
democracia, de hecho, cabe recordar que el trasfondo de las redes sociales
se basa en la libre informacién (Ekman and Amn3i 2012, 283-300). Es decir,
todas las personas- mientras tengan acceso a internet-podrfan obtener, con
amplia horizontalidad, la capacidad de informarse y de opinar de manera
independiente y en igualdad de condiciones. Un ejemplo de esto son las
protestas denominadas “primavera drabe” y “occupy wall street”.

En el afno 2010, en Tunez, se dio inicio a una serie de manifestaciones
cuyas causas fueron otorgadas a las malas condiciones econémicas y sociales
del pais, gobernado por una dictadura militar duramente criticada por sus

politicas econdmicas de distribucion del ingreso, corrupcién y alto nivel de
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desempleo juvenil (Idahosa and Tonwe 2013, 111-112). Esto propicié una
revuelta democrdtica que contagid a otros paises de la regién, principalmente:
Egipto, Yemen, Libia, Siria y Berein. Siria fue el pais mds afectado, en
términos de violencia, producto de una brutal guerra civil entre fuerzas leales
a Bashar Al-Assad y de oposicién (Erzsébet et al. 2012, 11).

Durante la primavera drabe existieron investigaciones que estuvieron a favor
de la importancia de las redes sociales en tales protestas, principalmente por
dos motivos: (1) la mayorfa de los protestantes demostraban ser jévenes. (2)
una mayor presencia de internet- en los paises drabes durante de década de
2000- gracias a los planes de desarrollo de la Unién Europea (Wagner 2012,
4). Aqui las redes sociales parecieron ser un punto clave en la transmisién
de informacién y capacidad de movilizacién de la poblacién en post de la
democratizacién. Tanto fue asi que, frente a las protestas en Egipto del afio
2011, tal gobierno decidié cortar completamente el acceso a internet para
impedir que las personas puedan organizarse por este medio (Delacoura 2012,
69).

El caso de “Ocuppy Wall Street” también llamé la atencién. Aquello tuvo
comienzo cuando adherentes del blog canadiense “Adbusters” proclamaron,
bajo el hashtag "#Occupy Wall Street”, la ocupacién del barrio financiero
“Wall Street” en Nueva York (Wang and Caskey 2016, 101-117). Esto como
protesta del liderazgo del gobierno de Estados Unidos, sus politicas de
austeridad y su fracaso en la prevencién y manejo con respecto a la crisis
financiera global entre los afios 2008 y 2011 (Yagci 2017, 640-670). Hubo
enromes repercusiones, puesto que- como una bola de nieve- las protestas
se fueron masificando a otras ciudades, tales como: Boston, Denver, Seattle,
Los Angeles, Berlin, Amsterdam, Londres, Paris, etc (DeLuca et al. 2012,
484).

Los casos latinoamericanos son especialmente interesantes de estudiar.
Durante el afio 2019 se produjeron una ola de protestas sociales. Si bien
éstas se dieron en diferentes contextos politicos y con heterogéneas exigencias

de transformaciones, todas ellas provocaron repercusiones importantes en
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términos de gobernabilidad. En tal perspectiva, las encuestas
“Latinobarémetro”, en su versién para el afio 2020, realizaron valiosas
preguntas en cuanto al impacto de diversos factores politicos, econémicos
y comunicacionales con respecto a las movilizaciones sociales. Aquellas
preguntas permitirfan dilucidar la importancia de las redes sociales en las
protestas en algunos paises estudiados, por ejemplo: Chile, Colombia y
Ecuador.

El caso chileno, desde la perspectiva anteriormente descrita, fue llamativo.
De hecho, fue tal el impacto ocasionado por las protestas que se le denominé
estallido social, aquello por el alto nimero de disturbios (Garcés 2020, 32).
No obstante, tal estallido tuvo una interpretacién mucho mds profunda. En
un principio se le atribuyé su origen al aumento del precio del transporte
publico pese a que lo indudable descansaba en un descontento ciudadano
que acarreaba décadas. Cabe recordar que la implementacién de un sistema
econémico neoliberal se ha adjudicado como la base del crecimiento
econémico y liderazgo del pais en la regién. Sin embargo, aquello también
trajo consigo un fuerte desequilibrio: ser considerado uno de los paises mds
présperos de Latinoamérica pero, al mismo tiempo, uno de los con mayor
desigualdad del mundo.! Todo esto unido con los continuos casos de
corrupcién, abusos y colusién que desacreditaron ain mds las instituciones
politicas (Sherman and Rivera 2021, 1-13).

En Colombia, por su lado, el motivo detrds de las protestas sociales fueron
el descontento con las politicas econémicas, sociales y ambientales de Ivdn
Duque y la gestién de acuerdo de paz con la FARC (Fuerzas armadas
revolucionarias de Colombia) (Botero 2021, 4). Evidentemente, lo que fue
en un principio un paro nacional convocado por centrales sindicales pasé
a movilizaciones en todos los sectores de la sociedad. También se reclamaron
mejores medidas para la proteccién de indigenas, lideres sociales y
exguerrilleros frente a la ola de asesinatos por parte de traficantes, grupos

armados, paramilitares y disidentes de la FARC.2

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En Ecuador, las protestas se dieron comienzo luego que el presidente Lenin
Moreno firmara una serie de medidas de austeridad para eliminar el subsidio
a la gasolina (Le Quang et al. 2020, 53-84). Estas fueron lideradas,
principalmente, por indigenas y sectores de la sociedad mds vulnerables
afectados por las medidas econdmicas propuestas por el presidente. De hecho,
los gremios de taxistas y autobuses respondieron por tales decisiones a huelgas
indefinidas, lo que finalmente derivé en colectivos indigenas. Frente a las
protestas acontecidas, se implanté la denominada “guardia indigena” para
enfrentar a la fuerza publica (Herrera 2020, 196).

Entonces, al considerar estos tres casos de estudio se pueden dilucidar
factores en comtin: (1) Una crisis de gobernabilidad producto de las medidas
de austeridad (2) Una alta y rdpida capacidad de movilizacién de la poblacién
(3). Un alto nivel de pasién y cohesién por parte de los manifestantes.

Por todo lo anteriormente descrito aqui, se propone como los factores
comunicacionales y las redes sociales han sido cruciales en el inicio de los
movimientos sociales (Delacoura, 2012). Es mds, al analizar los casos
latinoamericanos- durante las protestas del afio 2019- se pueden generar
nuevas luces en la discusién propuesta. Aquello en un campo ampliamente
discutido tanto empiricamente como tedricamente en otros continentes.

Finalmente, a modo de estructura, en el texto se presentard una breve
indagacién acerca de la teorfa de los movimientos sociales y el estado de
la discusién con respecto al impacto de las redes sociales en las protestas.
Aquello serd complementado con un modelo de regresién logistica binarfa
para los casos de Chile, Colombia y Ecuador, para el afio 2019, en perspectiva
comparada. Se consideraron tales casos y tal perfodo por los siguientes
motivos: (1) En el afio 2019 se produjeron fuertes movilizaciones en
Latinoamérica, un golpe para el continente fundamentado por el acrecentado
caos politico unido por las demandas sociales con respecto a la inseguridad,

el crimen organizado, desaceleracion econdmica y escdndalos de corrupcidn.

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(2) En los paises seleccionados, durante tal periodo, las movilizaciones
descansaron en origenes y fenémenos en comun, es decir, especialmente
concernientes a las medidas de austeridad. (3) La encuesta “Latinobarémetro
2020” concedié un importante aporte a la discusién, en lo que ha este texto
respecta, al incluir las variables “asistir a manifestaciones autorizadas” y “las

redes sociales en la politica”.

LAS REDES SOCIALES: SU POSICION EN EL
CAMPO DE ESTUDIO Y SU IMPACTO EN LOS
MOVIMIENTOS SOCIALES

Los movimientos sociales suelen padecer de una multicausalidad dificil de
interpretar. Segun su teorfa intrinseca, ésta se ha movido habitualmente en
la literatura entre el campo racionalista, materialista e institucional (Juris,
2014). Con respecto al primer punto, Karl-Dieter (2013) sefiala que la versién
mds generalmente aceptada acerca de la eleccién racional se compone de tres
partes. Primero, el comportamiento humano es dirigido a un objetivo.
Segundo, las preferencias determinan el comportamiento que se considera
relevante para conseguir los objetivos. Tercero, el logro de la meta depende
de las oportunidades o limitaciones del comportamiento (costo-beneficio),
es decir, las restricciones. Sin embargo, pese a que el autor hace referencia
a que tal teorfa considera actores individuales, también comprende la
complejidad de como aquellos actiian a través de actores colectivos. Con
respecto a la dimension materialista, ésta se refiere a una opcién “anti-sistema”
el cual es contra la austeridad, la desigualdad y las falencias de la democracia
en cuanto a los derechos de subordinacién de clases (Coburn 2016, 237).
Considerando la dimensién institucional-también muchas veces denominada
organizacional- su papel central se basa en el poder, el cual es evaluado en
términos de “aptitud hacia la sociedad” asi como “desempefio”. Aqui se pone
especial énfasis en como la “legitimidad” y “rendicién de cuentas” son tan
importantes como la “confiabilidad” y su “eficiencia” (McAdam 2005, 4-40).
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Ciertamente, existen investigadores y observadores en el drea de la ciencia
politica que explican los factores transcendentales de las movilizaciones sociales
como aquellas que forman parte de las instituciones: corrupcién o descontento
en las autoridades. En cambio los economistas pueden adoptar explicaciones
relacionadas con factores socioeconémicos tales como la desigualdad,
desempleo 0 medidas de austeridad. La evidencia empirica, no obstante,
entrega pistas acerca de los factores desencadenantes directos de las
manifestaciones.

En esta perspectiva, el afio 2011 fue de gran interés por el nimero de
manifestaciones y protestas, principalmente en los paises 4drabes, europeos y
en Estados Unidos. En Egipto, Ttinez y Libia la poblacién civil se levanté
en contra de los regimenes autoritarios en la denominada “primavera Arabe”
alegando las malas condiciones de vida. En Espafia, miles de ciudadanos
se trasladaron a las principales plazas y pueblos- denomindndose “Los
Indignados” manifestdndose en contra de los efectos de la crisis financiera
y de los drésticos recortes de gasto publico declarados por la Unién Europea
(Della Porta and Andretta 2013, 23-37). Lo mismo ocurrié en Grecia, donde
se produjeron violentas protestas, especialmente por la izquierda radical y
grupos organizados, promoviendo propaganda y movilizaciones- a través de
las redes sociales- en contra de las medias de austeridad (Galis and Neumayer
2016, 4-5). También en Estados Unidos se ocupé el centro financiero “Wall
Street” como inicio de una ola de protestas en contra de la concentracién
de capital y la falta de voluntad politica para controlarlo (Della Porta and
Andretta 2013, 23-37). En Italia, el estallido represent6 a cientos de miles
de personas en Roma manifestdindose contra el creciente descontento por
las medidas socioeconémicas y la decreciente calidad de la democracia
representativa hundida por los escindalos de corrupcién del gobierno de
Berlusconi (Della Porta and Andretta 2013, 23-37).

Ahora bien, también es posible contemplar protestas donde son
mayormente atribuidas a factores politicos, donde el régimen ha jugado un

rol predominante. Por ejemplo, en Hong Kong el 2014 y Siria y Libia el
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2011. También el factor semi-autoritario ha sobrepasado a los factores
econdmicos como casuales directos de las protestas, como por ejemplo en
los casos recientes de: Azerbaiydn, Bielorrusia, Malasia, Rusia y Ucrania
(Carothers and Young 2015, 9-11).

Con respecto a la influencia de las redes sociales en los movimientos
sociales, son muldples los autores que incluyen tal dimension -parte de la
teorfa de los movimientos sociales- dentro del impacto de las organizaciones
y su papel en el crecimiento y mantenimiento de la accién colectiva (George
and Leidner 2019, 3-8). Ciertamente las organizaciones son claves para
movilizar recursos, desarrollar repertorios de accidn e identificar estructuras
de oportunidades politicas. Ahora bien, trabajos sobre movimientos sociales
contempordneos han ido mds alld de lo institucional y han incluido la teorfa
de accién conectiva “connective action”, la cual explica como las tecnologfas
digitales y las redes sociales - como organizaciones- dependen menos de
actores formales. Es decir, las tecnologfas digitales permiten que las personas
se retnan y actiien en conjunto sin desarrollar necesariamente una identidad.
Aquello se puede ejemplificar toda vez que se incluyen sentimientos y agravios
personales, involucraciones a personas y selecciones de grupos de actores que
podrian ver un mensaje en particular (Bharati et al. 2015, 2).

Evidentemente, los medios de comunicacién social representan una nueva
morfologfa dentro de nuestras sociedades, debido a que la légica de las redes
sociales puede cambiar el funcionamiento y los resultados dentro de los
procesos de produccién, experiencia, poder y cultura (Castells, 2001). Aquello
es denominado por Castells (2007, 258-259) como “network society” toda
vez que se utilizan las tecnologfas de la informacién y la comunicacién para
el desarrollo de una estructura social.

Desde otra perspectiva, hay autores que realizan una diferenciacién
conceptual al poner de manifiesto el plano online y offline. El plano online
puede explicarse como el uso de las tecnologfas de la informacién como medio
de organizacién, mientras que el imaginario offline hace referencia a la

operacién de las instituciones y la centralizacién organizacional efectiva dentro
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de las acciones colectivas (Laer 2010, 406-417). En términos politicos, la
participacién politica online forma parte de un cambio en la forma de hacer
politica por parte de las nuevas generaciones incluyendo a aquellas personas
que manifiestan apoyo a formas expresivas y no convencionales de hacer
politica (como los actos de protestas) ademds de incluir- en menor medida-
a partidos politicos tradicionales (Calenda and Meijer 2009, 879-898). Ahora
bien, existen putos de convergencia toda vez que las redes sociales ejercen
pricticas en grupos politicos y otorga opciones de participacién (dindmica
offline). Es decir, la esfera digital disminuye sustancialmente los costos de
comunicacién, haciendo que las organizaciones politicas y movimientos
sociales se expandan en términos de movilizacién y reclutamiento (Theocharis
et al. 2015, 202-220). Boulianne (2015) sefiala que a partir de estudios
empiricos- principalmente en paises desarrollados y en vias de desarrollo-
se puede percibir que las redes sociales tienen efectos significativos sobre la
participacién politica offline en forma convencional o de protestas. De hecho
para Everland (2001) y Pingree (2007), las plataformas como Facebook o
Twitter pueden favorecer las dindmicas de protestas politicas a través del
fomento de ideologfas en comun y de fortalecimientos organizacionales de
cardcter politico.

Aqui, ciertamente, el factor cultural juega un factor relevante. Este- como
parte de la teorfa de los movimientos sociales y a diferencia de la teorfa
de la accién conectiva- corresponde a una dimensién clave para la dindmica
de accién colectiva (Polletta and Jasper 2001, 283-305). De hecho, hay
autores que trabajan en el vinculo de los movimientos sociales y los medios
digitales en las culturas de protestas y medidticas (Juris, 2008). Johnston
(2009, 25-26) sefiala, de forma simplificada, que al referirse a cultura en
el lenguaje cotidiano se puede contextualizar en el hecho que diferentes grupos
de personas hacen suposiciones sobre el mundo y se adhieren a diferentes
creencias y valores, todo lo cual moldea diferentes formas de accién de los
individuos. Esta nocién de sentido comin, segtin el autor, puede ser aplicado

a los movimientos sociales en la medida en que los participantes a menudo
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tienen valores, actitudes, creencias y orientaciones ideoldgicas que son distintas
a la cultura mds amplia.

Desde una perspectiva diferente- concerniente particularmente a la ciencia
politica- Treré et al. (2017, 404-422) hacen una interesante aproximacién-
en la relacidn existente entre redes sociales y factores politicos- en Espaiia,
Italia y Grecia, durante las protestas del afio 2011. Estos Autores indican
que aquellos casos presentan diferencias en tales dimensiones. El caso espaiiol
podria definirse como tecno-politico, cuya fundamentacién se basé en el
entrelazamiento de la politica y la economia politica con las tecnologfas de
la comunicacién. Es decir, tuvo una forma sofisticada que mezclé la
tecnologfa, el conocimiento y la experiencia digital con fines politicos. El
caso italiano fue tecno-fragmentado puesto que carecié de cohesién producto
de un fracaso entre las antiguas y nuevas légicas de protestas. Es decir, los
medios digitales fueron marcados por un profundo escepticismo con respecto
a la efectividad de las plataformas sociales en la accién politica. Con respecto
a Grecia, aquel caso se pudo identificar como tecno-pragmdtico donde se
concibieron diversas politicas y deseos de los creadores de medios en vez
de politicas meramente tecnoldgicas o intrinsecas de las plataformas digitales.

Otros autores han tomado la discusion- del impacto de las redes sociales
en las movilizaciones-desde una perspectiva tecno-positiva, tecno-negativa y
ambivalente (Kidd and Mclntosh 2016, 785-794). Desde una perspectiva
techno-positiva, Castell (2012, 398-402) al considerar los casos de: Islandia
“Kitchenware Revolution”; Tunez “Jasmine Revolution”; Egipto “Tharin
Square Protest”; Espafia “Los Indignados” y Estados Unidos “Occupy Wall
Street” discurre que comparten caracteristicas en comuin: la existencia de
una red multimodal que abarca redes online y offline que estdn
profundamente conectadas, sin la necesidad de lideres o jerarquias de poder
u organizacionales, generando un mayor éxito a los propdsitos de las
movilizaciones. Por ejemplo, los periodistas o blogueros en las redes sociales
no pertenecen a una institucién u organizacién lo que genera una mayor
confianza personal (Lotan et al. 2011, 1375-1405). Con respecto a los
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aspectos tecno-negativos, éste se refiere principalmente a que las redes sociales
impactan mds bien las movilizaciones de una forma hiperbélica y superficial
pero que hace poco por transformar fundamentalmente la forma en que los
seres humanos se relacionan en el mundo real. Morozov (2011) sefiala que
las nuevas herramientas tecnoldgicas suelen ser mds efectivas en regimenes
autoritarios, incluidos los que afirman ser democrdticos, toda vez que socavan
movimientos contra-politicos. Igualmente Christensen (2011, 155-157)
indica que las redes sociales no garantiza el buen fluir de la informacién
puesto que puede ser tanto favorable para los poderosos lideres politicos como
para los manifestantes. Gladwell (2010) también sefialan una versién
techno-pesimista al indicar que las redes sociales disminuyen el nivel de
motivacion de participacién ya que fomenta a la gente a “dar me gusta”
pero no ha salir a las calles a manifestarse. Desde una perspectiva ambivalente,
Gerbaudo (2012, 158-161) indica que las redes sociales en Egipto, durante
la primavera drabe, jugaron un papel crucial pero no exhaustivo y que las
redes sociales, durante el movimiento Occupy Wall Street, tuvieron una
funcién mds bien coredgrafa caracterizada por su falta de éxito.  Igualmente
Kamel (2014, 78-91) enfatiza que el levantamiento de Egipto fue mds bien
funcién de la gente, la pasién y no del uso tecnoldgico, alguna herramienta
o aplicacién tecnoldgica.

En suma, la discusién sobre el impacto de las redes sociales en los
movimientos sociales en los casos latinoamericanos puede ser considerada
desde diferentes perspectivas. Primero, conforme a la teorfa de los
movimientos sociales es importante distinguir los factores que desencadenaron
las protestas para luego distinguir si hubo un impacto de las redes sociales
y cudl fue la dindmica que acontecié en cada caso en particular. Esto permitirfa
dar a conocer las diferencias empiricas conforme a la discusion tedrica

planteada.
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METODOLOGIA

El tipo de estudio que se presenta es de tipo cuantitativo. Se realiza un
andlisis comparado entre Chile, Colombia y Ecuador puesto que en estos
casos el origen de las manifestaciones se dieron por un mismo fenémeno:
medidas de austeridad. Con el objetivo de distinguir el impacto de las redes
sociales en las manifestaciones en Chile, Colombia y Ecuador, durante el
afio 2019, se considera la variable dependiente: Asistir a manifestaciones
autorizadas. Esta variable se obtuvo a través de la siguiente pregunta realizada
por la encuesta Latinobarémetro 2020 “Le voy a leer algunas acciones politicas
que la gente puede realizar y quiero que me diga si ha realizado alguna de
ellas, si las podrfa realizar o si nunca las harfa: Asistir a manifestaciones
autorizadas”.

Entonces, conforme a un modelo de regresién logfstica binaria, la respuesta

de la variable dependiente se operacionalizé de la siguiente forma:

1= He realizado o podria realizar
0= Nunca lo harfa, no sabe o no responde.

El modelo logit se representa de la siguiente manera:
YVi= a+ BE+e

Los resultados se interpretardn en términos de probabilidad por medio

de Odds Ratio, es decir:

1) _ expl(xp)
PR= (y— ;)_ Alzp)= 1+exp (zp)

Cabe decir que, segin el informe metodoldgico de la encuesta
Latinobarémetro 2020, el muestreo realizado fue por cuotas, con un universo
correspondiente a personas mayores de 18 afios, un nivel de representacion

del 100%, 1200 casos para Chile, Colombia y Ecuador, un error muestral
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de +/- 2,8% y un nivel de confianza del 95%.

Se decidi6 wutilizar variables demogréficas, politicas, socioeconémicas y
relacionadas al uso de redes sociales como independientes para distinguir cudl
de éstas juega un rol mayormente predominante a la hora de evaluar la
asistencia a manifestaciones desde una perspectiva individual.3 Como
afiadidura, a las variables discutidas en el estado del arte, se consideré la
edad puesto que tal como sefialan Sears and Funk (1999) y Jost et al. (2018)
es plausible que los jovenes sean mds proactivos a utilizar las plataformas

digitales con fines politicos.

RESULTADOS

La tabla de datos porcentuales correspondientes a Chile, Colombia y
Ecuador indica, en primera instancia, marcadas diferencias. Pese al impacto
de las medidas de austeridad- durante el 2019- aquellos entrevistados que
sefialaron, en la encuesta realizada el 2020, si han asistido a manifestaciones
o lo harfan es bastante mayor en el caso chileno que ecuatoriano. Aquello
se contrasta con la deteriorada imagen pafs, satisfaccién con la economia
y confianza en el presidente en ecuador. Es decir, se pone en evidencia como,
en el caso chileno, se demuestra una mayor participacién y compromiso
politico- por este medio- que en otros paises. Otro interesante resultado es
que en el caso chileno se demuestra una visién mds bien positiva de las

redes sociales, como un instrumento de participacién politica, en términos

comparados.

El siguiente cuadro, de correlacién bivariada, nos aproxima a posibles
causalidades que nos proporcionard el modelo de regresién logistica. Entre
los resultados mds interesantes es que en los tres pafses hay una correlacién
entre asistir a manifestaciones y los jévenes entre 18 y 30 afos. Especialmente
en Chile hay una correlacion entre tener una visién positiva de las redes
sociales como medio de participacién politica y la asistencia o tendencia a
asistir a manifestaciones. Otro factor interesante es la correlacién existente
entre los adherente a la izquierda politica y quienes asisten o tendrfan la
intencién de manifestarse, cuyo resultado se da en los tres casos.

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Segin el modelo del caso chileno, considerando los Odds Ratio, se puede
observar que hay un 85% de posibilidad de que un individuo entre 18 y
30 afos llegue a tener una afinidad hacia las manifestaciones como medio
de participacién politica. También resulta interesante la existencia de una
posibilidad del 74% de que un individuo indique pertenecer a la izquierda
politica y haya participado o tenga la intencién de participar en
manifestaciones. Por otro lado, existe un 74% de posibilidad de que, un
individuo que sefiale a las redes sociales como un instrumento vdlido para

la participacién politica, también sienta afinidad por las manifestaciones.

CONCLUSION

En un estudio comparado, entre el caso chileno, colombiano y ecuatoriano,
es posible distinguir las diferencias con respecto al impacto de las redes sociales
en las manifestaciones sociales, ademds como otras variables socioecondmicas
y politicas llegan a impactar. Es modelo de regresién logistica ha mostrado
la importancia que tuvieron los jévenes en las manifestaciones del 2019,
sobretodo en el caso chileno. Ciertamente, aquello comprueba que son los
mds jévenes los mayormente influenciados por las redes sociales, lo que
afectarfa su posicién frente a las manifestaciones. También, se ha demostrado
que el caso chileno, a diferencia de los otros - pese a que las causas de
la manifestaciones fueron las mismas (medidas de austeridad)- hay fenémenos
que se distinguen. Por un lado, la importancia politica que tuvo las
manifestaciones todas vez que fueron en su mayorfa realizadas por un
segmento de la poblacién que indicé pertenecer al espectro politico de
izquierda. Por otro lado, también se demostré- tnicamente en este caso-
que las redes sociales son un instrumento vdlido para manifestarse.
Evidentemente, las manifestaciones en Chile se dieron en un contexto de
alta desaprobacién del presidente en ejercicio (Sebastidn Pinera) quien
pertenece a la elite conservadora de derecha. Ademds, en el caso chileno,
se han dado casos de influencer y youtuber con vasta influencia politica e
incluso de actores politicos que han basado su propaganda- principalmente-

por medio de plataformas digitales.4

Cabe destacar que, al evaluar distintas variables econémicas y politicas
proporcionadas  por Latinobarémetro-durante la  realizacién de los
modelos-tinicamente se pudo corroborar el impacto politico en las
movilizaciones sociales en el caso chileno. Aquello, pese a que- en los casos
estudiados- el origen fue adjudicado a las medidas de austeridad. Ademds,
conforme al estado de la discusién presentado, se puede dilucidar que
tinicamente en el caso chileno se le puede conceder una causalidad a las
redes sociales sobre las manifestaciones sociales.

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INTRODUCTION

The international economic environment is witnessing multiple changes
that increase the attention on certain sectors of the economy: services,
information and communication technologies, electronic commerce, digital
payments, among others. In this regard, the Latin American Integration
Association (ALADI in Spanish), the Development Bank of Latin America
- CAF and the Economic Commission for Latin America and the Caribbean
(ECLAC) affirm that, over the last 20 years, Asia has become a dynamic
element of the world economy due to the impetus given to innovation and
development in these sectors. Proof of this is the growing importance of
its countries as trading partners, the capacity they have achieved to become
an important source of financing for Latin America and the Caribbean
(Alvarez, Bércena and Garcfa 2014), the world leadership they have achieved
in the field of new technologies, as well as in their incorporation into all
activities of life in society.

In this sense, Colombia has shown a growing interest in links with Asian
countries. Proof of this is the signing, in 2009, of the Bilateral Agreement
for the Promotion and Protection of Investments with India —it entered
into force on July 3, 2012—; the Free Trade Agreement (FTA) signed with
South Korea in 2013, and in force since July 15, 2016; the progress of
negotiations to achieve a trade agreement with Japan; and the start of trade
missions between companies from Indonesia and Colombia. Similarly, it is
evident, according to Miranda, Peldez and Velandia (2016), Colombia's desire
to enhance trade relations with other Asian countries such as China and
Singapore through agreements for the promotion and protection of
investments.

This position is in line with the South American country's objectives of
improving its financial results, developing a favorable investment climate,
and correcting its financial position in the international context, secking,

as far as possible, to move towards external equilibrium with a level trade
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balance (DANE 2020), and balancing the inflow-outflow of capital (Hurtado
y Zerpa 2019). Goals that are difficult to achieve due, among other things,
to Colombia's lag in its international trade indexes with respect to other
Latin American and Pacific Alliance countries (Miranda et al. 2016), local
problems that prevent maintaining a stable country risk outlook, and the
drawbacks to achieve productive diversification.

In addition, the structure of Colombian trade is characterized by: 1) exports
concentrated in primary sector products —minerals, oil and its derivatives,
coal, coke and agricultural products—, 2) imports concentrated in industrial
sector products —basic, light and automotive industry—, and 3) trade
relations concentrated in a few markets, with the United States, China,
Mexico, Panama, Brazil, Ecuador and the European Union as the main
partners (Ocampo 2014; DNP 2020). This implies that the South American
country shows a relatively limited trade diversification, concentrated in low
value-added products and with little integration in global value chains.

A similar situation occurs in the trade link between Colombia and the
countries of the Asian continent. Because of the predominance of: 1) import
of heavy machinery, equipment, vehicles, electrical appliances, iron
manufactures, reactors, maritime and river navigation, and other industrial
products; and the export of minerals, edible products, meats, crustaceans,
oil products and starches (with South Korea and Japan). 2) import of electrical
appliances, mechanical appliances, castings and garments; and export of fuels,
minerals, fruits, foodstuffs and rubber materials (with China). And 3) import
of fuels and minerals, pharmaceuticals, electrical appliances, and mechanical
appliances, fish and crustaceans, garments and synthetic fibers, light industrial
products; and exports of minerals, energy products, foundry products, iron
and steel, inorganic and organic products, as well as food, minerals and fuel
products (with Indonesia) (Ocampo et al. 2013; Torres 2013; Ocampo 2014;
Zerpa and Andrade 2020; Herrera et al. 2020).

Faced with this situation, this paper investigates the feasibility of

establishing trade relations with Asian countries —other than South Korea,
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China, Indonesia and Japan—, taking into consideration the specific case
of India. The reasons for selecting this South Asian country are multiple:
1) consolidated democracy in a social environment with different political
and ideological positions and diverse cultures; 2) continuously growing
economy, the value of its Gross Domestic Product (GDP) has grown at
rates above 5 per cent per year in the last ten years; 3) example of price
stability, success achieved through an anti-inflationary policy that allowed
going from an inflation rate of 12.4 per cent in 2009 to 3.4 per cent in
2019; 4) low unemployment, with rates below 10 per cent in the last decade;
5) high population volume, more than 1.3 billion inhabitants who require
a large amount of goods and services to cover their basic needs; 6) developed
pharmaceutical and automotive industries; and 7) growing technological
power, with successful experiences in e-commerce, financial services,
communication media, payment systems, among others. Furthermore, in
terms of international trade in goods, India stands out for its continuous
negative balance of trade with the rest of the world, i.e., a country with
a large need for imported products.

Similarly, the growing interest of India and Colombia to strengthen their
trade relations based on the variety of products that can be exchanged and
the strategic geographical position they have (Miranda et al. 2016) is also
taken into consideration. In this regard, in the period 2000-2014, Colombia
became the third largest importer of Indian products among Latin American
countries, and the 5th largest exporter of goods from Latin America to India
(ECLAC 20125 2016; Giordano et al. 2019). According to figures from the
Colombian Ministry of Commerce, Industry and Tourism (2020), during
2018, the main destination of Indian exports was the United States
representing 16 per cent of total exported goods, followed by United Arab
Emirates (8.8 per cent) and China (5.1 per cent), while Colombia only
accounted for 0.335 per cent of Indian goods sold abroad. On the import
side, during the same year, China (14.5 per cent), the United States (6.3

per cent) and Saudi Arabia (5.6 per cent) were the economies that sold the
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most products to India, and Colombian products represented 0.19 per cent
of Indian.

On the other hand, Colombia is part of Latin America, a subcontinent
long forgotten by Indian authorities and companies, but which is currently
perceived with attention and interest from India (Tharoor 2012). It is also
a country in the South American Andean region, whose exports to India
are well below potential (Lederman, Olarreaga and Soloaga 2008; Lederman,
Olarreaga, and Rubiano 2008).

This data demonstrates the potential for growth in the commercial
relationship between India and Colombia. Evidently, due to its population
size and the growth rate of its economy, India is a potential market for
Colombian products, if progress is made in the development of
competitiveness and in the improvement of macroeconomic indicators of the
South American country.

Taking the above into account, this paper analyzes the trade relationship
between India and Colombia during the period 2000-2019. To this end,
the following section identifies the origin and evolution of the relationship
between these two countries. Then, it analyzes their trade link from the
analysis of data on imports, exports, and trade balance, and by estimating
the revealed comparative advantage, import intensity, relative trade balance
and Balassa indices. In addition, the trade opportunities derived from the

results obtained are highlighted. Finally, conclusions are presented.

ORIGIN AND EVOLUTION OF THE
COLOMBIA-INDIA RELATIONSHIP

Diplomatic relations between these two countries began in 1959, exactly
on January 19, but it was only on July 14, 1970, when a trade agreement
was officially signed, which was complemented in 1974 with a cultural
agreement. Restrictions on the arrival of foreign products, which both

countries had at the time, prevented the trade agreement from developing
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properly. In 1972, diplomatic relations were expanded through the
Colombian government's decision to establish an embassy in New Delhi,
India, which led to the opening of an Indian embassy in Bogota, Colombia
in 1973. The Colombian embassy established in India currently serves the
function of connecting the country with other Asian countries such as Nepal,
Indonesia, Sri Lanka, and Bangladesh (Embassy of India 2020).

In this order, Colombia was the eighth country in Latin America where
India opened its embassy; after Brazil, Argentina, Chile, Mexico, Cuba, Peru,
and Venezuela, respectively. The first Indian ambassador in the South
American country was Madanjeet Singh, while the first Colombian
ambassador in Indian territory was Leopoldo Borda (Barbosa, Posada and
Serrano 2011; Embassy of India 2020); who highlighted the great ignorance
that exists in the world about that Asian country, which has many
superstitions, contradictions, and customs, dating from prehistoric times to
the present (Heine and Seshasayee 2016; Seshasayee 2020).

Another relevant aspect of the beginning of relations between the two
countries was the position they took within the framework of the Cold War.
On the one hand, India did not align itself with any of the main countries
in conflict —the United States and the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics—;
and, on the other hand, Colombia aligned itself with the United States,
even anchoring its trade policy to the strategies used by the North American
country. At the end of the 1980s, with the world consolidating a new stage
of globalization, Colombia-India relations began to strengthen through a
greater flow of goods, cultural exchanges, and investment decisions. Starting
in 1995, the two countries implemented a Bilateral Political Consultation
mechanism that has managed to strengthen relations between the two
economies, a space that has allowed, so far, the realization of eight political
consultations (Rosales and Kuwayama 2007; Barbosa, Posada and Serrano
2011; Embassy of India 2020; Seshasayee 2020; Zerpa, Gangopadhyay and
Hurtado 2021).

During the early years of the twenty-first century, political, cultural, and
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economic relations between the two countries took on a new dimension.
In 2001, President Andres Pastrana made the first State visit by a Colombian
president to India. Since then, there have been multiple official visits by
officials from the two countries that have advanced bilateral ties through
greater agreements on visas, technological cooperation, and investment.

Thus, in 2001, agreements were signed for visa exemption for holders
of diplomatic and official passports, for the facilitation of business visas, and
for cooperation between diplomatic academies. Likewise, in 2003, a political
consultation and cooperation agreement was signed between India and the
Andean Community countries, and efforts related to economic cooperation
were launched (Bhojwani 2012). Later, in 2005, the Memorandum of
Understanding on cooperation in science and technology between Colombia
and India was established; in 2007 the Memorandum of Understanding on
cooperation in urban development; in 2009 the Memorandum of
Understanding on cooperation in defense, as well as cooperation in the
bamboo sector; in 2010 the agreement of cooperation in Health; in 2011
the memorandum of understanding for cooperation in the field of geology
and mineral reforms; in 2014 the memorandum of understanding in sports;
and for the period 2012-2016, the cultural exchange program between the
two countries was implemented (Embassy of India 2020).

And in investment, during the last twenty years Indian companies have
made large investments in Colombia. In that period, more than 1 billion
dollars have been invested in the South American country, a figure surpassed
only by the Indian investment made in Brazil and Venezuela, but with similar
proportions to that received by Mexico. According to Seshasayee (2020),
most of this investment has been in the mining, manufacturing, and services
sectors. The oil initiative led by ONGC Videsh Limited (OVL) stands out,
which invested more than 650 million dollars with the purpose of producing
more than 100,000 barrels of oil per day, with 7 projects for exploration
and exploitation of hydrocarbons in Colombian territory (Bhojwani 2012;
2014).
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In addition to this investment, another 45 Indian companies have invested
in various sectors of the Colombian economy, such as automobiles and
motorcycles, agrochemicals, information technology and pharmaceuticals.
Indian pharmaceutical companies sell generic drugs under their own brand
names, taking advantage of alliances with local companies that acquire
distribution rights (Bhojwani 2015). In other words, resources with the
capacity to generate high levels of employment, income and added value
(Heine and Seshasayee 2016; Seshasayee 2020), as part of a business strategy
that secks to take advantage of the best conditions to increase production
and diversify markets, both for final products and raw materials.

Thus, the Colombia-India bilateral relationship progressed from a hesitant
beginning, during the second half of the twenteth century, conditioned by
the local problems of each country and the international geopolitical context,
to a period of important results in political, economic, and cultural matters.
The latter resulted from the greater recognition of each country's role in
the world and the opportunities it offers —India: diversification of exports
to Asia, Colombia: entry into Latin American markets—; as well as the greater
arrival of Indian capital to Colombia and the implementation, in each

country, of incipient strategies to disseminate the culture of the two regions.

BILATERAL TRADE BETWEEN COLOMBIA AND
INDIA (2000-2019)

In relation to trade between these two countries during the period
2000-2019 (see Figure 1), there have been considerable fluctuations between
imports from India to Colombia and exports from Colombia to India. For
the period between 2001 and 2019, the average annual export from Colombia
to the Asian country was USD 567 million, reaching a total for that period
of USD 10,773 million. On the other hand, the average exports from India
to Colombia was over USD 703 million, with total exports for the reference
period of USD 10,350 million. The balance of this trade flow, that is, the
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behavior of the trade balance —exports minus imports— between these two
countries, stands out for reaching, on average for the period 2001-2019,
a deficit of USD 136 million, and accumulating a total negative balance
of USD 2,577 million. This result shows that the trade flow between the
two countries has generated greater benefits to exporters of the Asian country,
considering the behavior of the trade balance.

A detailed analysis of these results shows that Colombia began exporting
significant quantities of goods to India only in 2009, when the value of
exports exceeded USD 400 million, an amount that in previous years had
not exceeded USD 100 million. Despite this increase in the level of exports,
imports from India continued to be higher during that year, so the bilateral

trade balance remained negative.

The only period in which the bilateral trade balance favored Colombia
during this century was between 2012 and 2014. In that period there was

a considerable increase in Colombian exports, even maintaining this trend
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for two consecutive years, resulting in a positive trade balance of more than
USD 1 billion —USD 1,849 million for 2013 and USD 1,369 million
in 2014—. After this, since 2015 and up to the present, the level of exports
from Colombia to India dropped sharply by around USD 400 million, while
the level of imports of Indian products has remained above USD 1 billion.

According to Miranda et al. (2016), the determining factor for this drop
in Colombian exports to India since 2015 was the collapse of oil prices,
the main Colombian export product to the Asian country. This situation
not only affected the relationship between the two countries, but also had
a generalized influence on Colombian trade, which in that year evidenced
a contraction of about 35 per cent. Given the above, it is evident that
Colombia needs to encourage a deeper trade relationship with India, given
the potential of the Colombian productive sector, the opportunity offered
by the Indian raw materials and food markets, as well as the possibility of

reversing the continuous trade deficit with the South Asian nation.

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In relation to the main product groups traded between Colombia and
India, Table 1 lists the main products exported to India and imported from
this country by Colombia during 2019. It is evident the importance of mining
extraction, especially coal and other mining products that agglutinate more
than 50 per cent of Colombian exports, as well as the decrease in the level
of participation of oil. Imported goods include basic chemical products,
automotive products -vehicles and spare parts-, machinery and equipment,
as well as textiles in general.

On the other hand, for 2019, the industrial sector manages to position
itself as the most influential with a share in exports of 29.2 per cent, far
surpassing the agricultural sector that only represented 0.1 per cent of exports
to India (Mincit 2020). Overall, exports of mining-energy products accounted
for 70.6 per cent of total exports in that year, leaving the remaining 29.4
per cent to exports of non-mining-energy products.

These figures are relevant to contextualize Colombia's trade relationship
with Asian economies. The South American country's trade balance with
Asian countries is negative, reaching an average balance of USD 8 billion
between 2012 and 2014. Within this framework, Colombian exports to the
Asian continent are distributed in descending order as follows: China (57
per cent), India (27 per cent), South Korea (5.23 per cent) and Japan (4
per cent) (Procolombia 2015; Mincit 2019; INCP 2020). This increases the
need for Colombia to multiply efforts to increase its productive capacity,
increase the competitiveness of its products and diversify its trade relations
with Asian destinations.

In the case of India, as presented before, its exports to Colombia have
averaged approximately USD 1 billion per year since 2011. A result that
makes the South American country the third largest destination for Indian
exports in the context of Latin America, after Brazil and Mexico. Within
the portfolio of products exported by India to Colombia, motorcycles, textiles,
pharmaceuticals, agrochemicals, and machinery stand out, goods that find

space within the large size of the local Colombian market and in Colombia's
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strategic location to meet the needs of Latin American consumers (Seshasayee
2020; Misra 2021). Thus, it is evident that Colombia's trade relationship
with Asian countries is not the best, but it has all the potential to improve
to the extent that the export of more products is encouraged to improve

the existing figures.

Empirical methodology

To achieve the stated objective, the methodology used by Miranda et al.
(2016) in their research is used, that is, by using the Revealed Comparative
Advantage (RCA) index and the Import Intensity Index (III), to determine
the Colombian products with comparative advantages or disadvantages in
the international market.

First, the RCA is estimated considering that this index allows a comparison
between the participation of a certain product in the country's total exports,
and the participation of the product's world exports in the world's total
exports. The value obtained can be in a range between 0 and infinity,
clarifying that values between 0 and 1 represent a comparative disadvantage
of the country with respect to the product, while results greater than 1 show

a comparative advantage. For this purpose, the following formulation is used.

Where: Xcj represents the value of the country's exports of product j.
Xc is the value of the country's total exports. Xwj corresponds to the value
of world exports of product j. And Xw is the value of total world exports.

For the result obtained to range between -1 and 1, for ease of interpretation,

the following calculation should be performed to normalize the result:
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(RCA—1) (1.1)

NRCA=pcat1)

In this way, the Normalized RCA (NRCA) index is obtained, which implies
that when the result is between 0 and 1, the country has a comparative
advantage in the good under analysis; and when the result is between -1
and 0, a comparative disadvantage is evident.

On the other hand, the Import Intensity Index (III) is an adaptation of
the RCA and focuses specifically on the import capacity of the country
analyzed. The III compares the share of a product in the country's total
imports with the share of world imports of the product in total world imports.
If the value of the indicator is greater than 1, the country is said to be
an intensive buyer of the product under study, but if it is less than 1, it
is recognized that the country is not an intensive buyer of the product of

interest. Its mathematical representation is detailed below.

Where: Mpj represents the value of imports of product j into the country.
Mp is the value of the country's total imports. Mwj is the value of world
imports of product j. And Mw is the value of total world imports.

As with the RCA, the III index is normalized to obtain results between
-1 and 1. Thus, if the III obtains a value between 0 and 1, it indicates
that the country is a high importer of the specific good analyzed. In the
opposite case, if the result of the III is less than 0, it is inferred that the
country is a low importer of that product.

Given the above, the objective of the research is to determine those
products in which Colombia and India show a NRCA and III index with
convenient values, as appropriate. In other words, the aim is to relate the

disadvantages and advantages of each of the countries with respect to the
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different products or existing tariff items. To calculate the indexes, the Trade
Map database was used, from which the values corresponding to exports
and imports of each type of product, country and in general were obtained,
considering the period of interest: 2000-2019.

Considering the availability of information, the indexes were calculated
from 2001 to 2019. It should also be noted that, since indices were obtained
for each year, the averages of these were generated before normalizing their
result, to obtain an overall picture of the country's export and import
performance for a given product group. The products were classified
according to their tariff heading, using groups of up to 4 digits. Similarly,
to determine the tariff headings with export potential from Colombia to
India, the following condition was defined: RCA of Colombia greater than
0, RCA of India less than 0 and III of India greater than 0.

In a complementary manner and taking as a basis the tariff items that
meet the conditions presented above, the Relative Trade Balance (RTB) index
and the Balassa Index (BI) were estimated, with the objective of knowing
the current behavior of bilateral trade between Colombia and India. First,
the RTB was determined, an index that is constructed on the trade balance
—exports minus imports—, as reference information in the numerator, in
relation to the total trade exchanges that the country carries out with the
rest of the world (Durdn and Alvarez, 2008). Its formula is as follows:

Where: Xijt are the exports of product k from country i to market j.
Mijt are the imports of product k of country i from market j. Xiwt represent
the exports of product k from country i to the world. And Miwt are the
imports of product k of country i from the world.

On the other hand, the BI measures the degree of importance of a product
within exports from one market to another market, versus the importance

of exports of the same product in exports of the same product to the world
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(Durdn and Alvarez, 2008). Its formula is as follows:

Where: Xij are the exports of product k from country i to market j. TXijj
represent the total exports of country i to market j. Xiw are the exports
of product k from country i to the world. And TXiw are the total exports
of country i to the world.

The values obtained were handled in the same way as the previously
calculated indices, i.e., they were normalized so that their result ranges
between -1 and 1. In the case of the RTB, a positive value represents an
advantage by reflecting the existence of a competitive sector with potential,
while a negative value indicates a net importer sector that lacks
competitiveness with respect to third markets. The IB is analyzed differently,
since a value between 0.33 and 1 reflects a comparative advantage for the
country analyzed; a value between -0.33 and -1 represents a comparative
disadvantage for the country; and a value between -0.33 and 0.33 shows
a tendency towards intra-product trade, in other words, exchanges are carried
out between the same product groups (Durdn and Alvarez, 2008).

The purpose of calculating these indices is to confirm the commercial
viability of the products -tariff items- previously selected by RCA and III,
for which it was necessary to show values greater than 0.33 in the case of
BI and positive values for RTB. In this way, it was determined whether
those pre-selected products already have trade between the countries of
interest or whether, on the contrary, a market opening should be carried
out for the specific product; in this way, the trade intensity between Colombia

and India was estimated.
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Results: Trade opportunities between Colombia and India

Given the objective of the research, as well as the methodology proposed
above, the trade opportunities between India and Colombia were established
by analyzing the different tariff items —up to 4 digits— included in the
Trade Map database. A total of 1,259 4-digit tariff items belonging to 97
different product groups were identified, which are distributed according to
the trade action carried out, whether export or import, and the country of
origin or destination. The international trade indexes calculated reflect the
comparative advantages of each country with respect to the different products
traded, ie., they make it possible to determine their export or import
vocation. In this way it is possible to identify situations of commercial
complementarity between the countries analyzed, to establish the products
with the greatest opportunity for commercial exchange.

That said, the tariff headings of the groups of products that present a
positive revealed comparative advantage (RCA) for Colombia and a negative
one for India, as well as a positive import intensity (III) for the South Asian
country under study, are presented below (see Table 2). These products
constitute the pre-selection group for the identification of trade opportunities
between the two countries, specifically for the export of products from
Colombia to India. It should be noted that the indexes presented are already
normalized and averaged to facilitate their analysis in the period of interest
(2000-2019).

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Of the total number of products analyzed, only 20 have export potential
from Colombia to India; while, in the opposite case, a total of 140 tariff
items with export potential from India to Colombia were identified. This
reflects the competitiveness of Indian products compared to the lack of
competitiveness of Colombian products, as well as an import propensity on
the part of Colombia towards products manufactured in India. This first
result highlights the export potential of the Colombian economy in: a) oil
derivatives: crude oils, vinyl chloride polymers, mineral or chemical fertilizers,
coal, cokes and semi-cokes; b) mining: gold, copper, aluminum, lime, mineral
dyestuffs, and base or carbide metals; ¢) agro-industry: palm oil and its
fractions, and coconut, palm kernel or babassu oils; and d) manufacturing:
finishing and finishing products, as well as hides and skins, tanned or raw.
In other words, productive sectors that should be promoted to obtain greater
benefits from trade with India.

On the other hand, and to corroborate the relevance of the pre-selected
products with export opportunities from Colombia to India, the trade balance
ratio between the countries (RTB) was also calculated for each product,
considering Colombia's exports to India and the imports made by Colombia
from India; and the Balassa Index (BI) was determined, to establish the
importance of each merchandise in relation to Colombia's exports to India.
The results obtained are presented below, clarifying that the cells where there
is a dash (-) are since the index for the Colombia-India relationship is not

very representative, or null, of the exchange of that item (see Table 3).

With the results obtained, and to definitively establish the products with

the greatest export opportunities from Colombia to India, the values taken
by both the RTB, and the BI are analyzed. In the case of the RTB, the

results are not very, if at all, conclusive, since only negative or indeterminate

values are obtained, reflecting the low proportion by product in terms of
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exports and imports between Colombia and India, compared to the country's
total exports and imports. That said, the RTB is not considered to definitively
determine the products with the greatest opportunity for trade exchange in
the bilateral relationship under study.

On the other hand, the BI allows determining the degree of importance
of a product in exports from one country to another, compared to exports
of the same product from the country of origin (Colombia) to the world.
To definitively establish the products with the greatest export potential from
Colombia to India, only those tariff items were selected whose BI was greater
than 0.33, which reflects a favorable comparative advantage with respect to
the country with which the trade link is to be established. Considering the
results previously obtained, the final products with the greatest export
potential and opportunity from Colombia to India are consolidated below,
among which only eight product categories stand out, corresponding to

petroleum derivatives, mining, and manufacturing —hides and skins, tanned

leather— (see Table 4).

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Implications for the Colombia-India relationship

Once the products with the greatest export potential between India and
Colombia have been determined, according to the results of each of the
indexes calculated, and taking as a reference point the tariff chapters of the
different products selected, it is determined that the productive sectors that
would obtain the greatest benefit are: 1) animal or vegetable fats and oils,
2) mineral products, 3) products of the chemical industry, plastic materials
and related manufactures, and 4) hides and skins and leather. That said,
it is possible to infer that the primary sector (raw materials, specifically mining
and plant and animal derivatives) of the Colombian economy would be the
main beneficiary of the intensification of trade relations between these two
countries, followed by the secondary sector (transformation of raw materials,
especially  processing of vegetable fats and oils, chemical inputs,
manufacturing, plastic materials, among others).

Specifically, the tariff chapters that would benefit most from increased
exports of the products identified as having potential would be the following:

1) Animal or vegetable fats and oils; products of their cleavage; processed

edible fats, animal, or vegetable waxes (15).
2) Mineral fuels, mineral oils, and products of their distillation; bituminous
materials; mineral waxes (27).

3) Miscellaneous chemical products (38).

4) Plastics and articles of plastics (39).

5) Raw hides and skins (except furskins) and leather (41).

6) Copper and articles of copper (74).

7) Aluminum and articles of aluminum (76).

Complementary to the results obtained in this research, Hurtado and Zerpa
(2020), understanding economic convergence as the phenomenon where
economies grow in a stable manner and with low inflation, identified a high
degree of convergence between the countries of the Andean Community and

India, where Colombia specifically stands out. To determine such

convergence, macroeconomic indicators such as inflation rate, interest rate,
public debt, budget deficit, exchange rate variation, GDP growth, output
gap, real interest rate, unemployment and current account balance were
considered. The high level of convergence shows the similarity of the
economies of Colombia and India and allows inferring that there are high
possibilities of integration to the extent that, from the economic and
commercial point of view, the links between the two countries are deepened.

Similarly, and in relation to the products identified as having the greatest
export potential from Colombia to India —which would make it possible
to level the values exported with those imported and reduce the trade balance
gap—, there are important challenges that must be overcome. Among them,
the lack of free trade agreements between India and Latin America puts each
country at a disadvantage compared to other partner countries such as China,
South Korea, and the United States, all of which have free trade agreements
with Latin American countries. According to Seshasayee (2020), this makes
it necessary, in the first instance, to advance trade agreements that enable
and provide facilities for Latin American entrepreneurs, in general, and
Colombian entrepreneurs, specifically, to market their products to the Asian
country. A way to increase trade between the two countries and ensure growth
opportunities for the business sectors of both economies (Bolivar, Cruz and
Pinto, 2019). And an opportunity to consolidate trade links from the
promotion of more complex productive activities that facilitate the growth
of productivity and workers' wages.

This implies reaching a trade agreement that goes beyond tariff reduction
and agreements on intellectual property and agriculture. That is, aspects such
as the environment, information and communication technologies,
e-commerce, services, investment and government procurement must also be
considered. This requires political will on the part of the governments of
Colombia and India, which so far does not exist.

Another challenge to be faced is the lack of direct maritime routes between

India and Latin America, which generates significant delays and delays in
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the delivery of goods, ranging from 35 to 75 days depending on the route
and the country. In addition to the need for greater cooperation between
countries; especially of the public-private cooperation type that allows high
flows of foreign direct investment and greater technology transfer
(Caro-Vargas 2021). In this way, it will be possible to implement strategies
and actions that facilitate trade exchange by taking advantage of commercial
and economic similarities, as well as the specific needs and capabilities of
the import and export environment, respectively (Seshasayee 2020).

In addition, another major challenge of this bilateral relationship is the
use of non-tariff barriers. That is, the use of non-tariff measures that influence
the quantities and prices of traded products (Gallardo-Sinchez and
Vallejo-Zamudio 2019). In the Colombian case, it is necessary to eliminate
the use of safeguards, antidumping measures, as well as decrees and resolutions
related to technical standards and sanitary measures. And, in the case of
India, the elimination of barriers in the bidding and public procurement
regime, import licenses, antidumping measures, and the simplification of the
Indian import regime —given the classification of imported products as
liberalized, prohibited, restricted or centralized—.

Given the above, it is inferred that the promotion of relations between
Colombia and India, to take advantage of Colombian products with high
export potential, requires the strengthening of political, economic and trade
relations between the two countries. For which it is necessary to determine
facilitating aspects that generate a balance in the commercial exchange,
improving the conditions in comparison with Colombia's main commercial
partners: the United States, China, Mexico, Panama, Brazil, Ecuador and
the European Union. Even when trade exchange is viable, the lack of adequate

policies limits the convenience of Colombia-India trade.

CONCLUSIONS

Over the years Colombia has significantly intensified its trade relations
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with Asian countries, but the results obtained have not been the most
beneficial. The overall trade balance of the South American country continues
with negative figures, as well as the specific trade balance with each Asian
country, highlighting the successive deficits with China and India. This
situation keeps Colombia in a lagging situation compared to other Latin
American countries that have a better position with respect to the Asian
continent; and increases the need for policies to improve its trade relationship
with that region of the world, especially with India.

Once the flow of goods between Colombia and India was analyzed for
the 1,259 tariff items identified and available in the Trade Map database,
it was possible to estimate the indexes of revealed comparative advantage
(RCA) and import intensity (III) for both countries. By analyzing Colombia's
export advantage vis-a-vis India's export disadvantage and its import intensity
for each type of product, a total of 20 tariff items (1.59 per cent of the
total) with export potential from Colombia to India were identified. On
the other hand, and based on the same indexes, India presented a total of
140 products (11.12 per cent of the total) with export potential to Colombia,
showing a clear superiority over the trade dynamics of the Latin American
country.

Even though the RCA and III indices allow the precise identification of
products with adequate and relevant dynamics to establish a bilateral trade
relationship between the countries analyzed —considering the level of exports
and imports—, they do not contemplate the direct trade activity between
the two countries. For this reason, the relative trade balance (RTB) index
and the Balassa index (BI) were calculated to corroborate the results previously
obtained and definitively confirm the products with the greatest export
potential.

The values obtained by the RTB were of little relevance to the research,
given the low trade activity between the two countries compared to the total
exports or imports of each of them. Even so, the Bl made it possible to

establish the products with the greatest potential for exporting from Colombia
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to India, going from 20 products to only 8, which are consolidated as the
ideal ones to intensify trade relations between the two countries, and represent
productive activities that, if adequately promoted, would allow Colombia
to level the trade balance with India.

Specifically, the products with the greatest export potential from Colombia
to India are: 1) copper waste and scrap; 2) aluminum waste and scrap; 3)
vinyl chloride polymers; 4) cokes and semi-cokes of coal, lignite, or peat;
5) cellulose and its chemical derivatives; 6) finishing products; 7) tanned
hides and skins; and 8) raw glycerol. These products are mainly located in
the primary and secondary sectors of the Colombian economy, and these
are the sectors that would obtain the greatest dynamism and benefits from
increased export activity.

These results require rethinking the trade policy being implemented and
defining different measures to promote foreign sales by sectors with export
potential to India. In this way, greater use will be made of Colombia's
comparative advantage in the face of the marketing opportunities generated
by the existing disadvantages in India. A great opportunity to consolidate
the arrival of foreign exchange, job creation and growth of the Colombian

economy.

2. Formatting of Manuscripts:

= Length: Manuscripts should not be longer than 10,000 words, including text,
tables, figures, title page, and references.

= Style and Layout: Font size should be ‘Garamond’ throughout the work: text
10.5 point, footnotes 8.5 point.
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= The entire paper should be double-spaced; please do not submit double-sided
copies. All pages should be numbered sequentially.

Manuscripts should be ordered as follows: title page, text, abstract, keywords,
appendices, references, tables, figure captions, figure pages.

Titles, subtitles, and text subheadings should be chosen for succinctness and
interest. The tite page should also contain the name, academic rank,
institutional affiliation, and contact information (address, telephone, e-mail)
for all authors. In the case of multiple authors, the title page should indicate

which author will receive correspondence.

Submission Form: All submissions should include this manuscript submission
form, available in Word or PDF format. An abstract (200 words) should be
included with the submission form.

3. The electronic version of the manuscript should be submitted directly to the
managing editor. Please submit properly-formatted electronic manuscripts (a
single file containing all parts of the paper) in Microsoft Word.

4. References and Citations:

In text, quotations must correspond exactly with the original in wording,
spelling, and punctuation. Short quotations within the text should be noted by
quotation marks; longer quotations or extracts should be indented from the left
margin and require no quotations marks. Changes and additions to quotations
should be identified by bracketing; ellipses [-**] should be used to identify
omissions; emphasis added should also be indicated. Embedded citations should
be used, hence please do not use footnotes for simple citations. All citations
should be specified in the text in the following manner:

Page proofs will be supplied to the first author of a paper, but only errors in the

type setting may be corrected at this stage. Any substantial alterations will be

charged to the author(s). Consequently, the author(s) should ensure that the paper

is submitted in final form. Proofs should be corrected and returned within seven

days of receipt.

Initial Review: Upon receipt of the manuscript, the managing editor or other
area specialist will make an initial assessment of the article and ensure that all
required information for the submission process has been included. If any
information is missing, the reviewer will contact the author.

Full Review: After the initial review is completed, an electronic version of the
manuscript will be sent out to three reviewers. The authors will receive the
reviewer's comments and have an opportunity to make corrections and

resubmit.

Final Review and Publication: After authors revise and resubmit, the manuscript
will undergo a final review prior to publication. The time from submission to
final review and publication may be as little as two-three months to as long as a
year. Publication dates are April 30, August 31 and December 31. Authors will
receive ten off-prints and a copy of the journal in which the article appears.

Rejection: This may occur during either the full review or after the final review
and publication. Authors will be notified as quickly as possible if their
manuscript is rejected so that they may seek publication elsewhere.

Code of Research Ethics

(Purpose) The purpose of the Code of Research Ethics is to establish
ethical standards to be adopted by all contributors and required for
publication in the Asian Journal of Latin American Studies (hereinafter
“AJLAS”), published by the Latin American Studies Association of Korea
(hereinafter “the Association”). The Code of Research Ethics defines
what constitutes a case of misconduct and specifies by category different
types of research ethics violations. In doing so, the Code of Research
Ethics secks to provide ethical principles and guidance regarding the
duties and responsibilities of all authors, contributors, and members of
our Association.

(Scope of Application) The Code of Research Ethics applies to all articles
submitted to and published in AJLAS, as well as all manuscripts
submitted for academic events and conferences organized by the

Association.

(General Guidelines for the Code of Research Ethics)

(1) All authors, researchers, and contributors are expected to follow the
Code of Research Ethics.

(2) The Code of Research Ethics applies to all research activities at all

stages, including the publication process and the distribution of

funding for members of AJLAS and the Association.

(Violations of the Code of Research Ethics)

AJLAS regards the following activities as violations of the Code of

Research Ethics:

(1) Plagiarism: Misappropriation of an original author’s ideas, intrinsic
content, or research results without the acknowledgment or
pre-arranged permission.

(2) Fabrication and Fraud: Falsification, invention, or manipulation of
qualifications, data, sources, results, or citations directly or indirectly
used in research.

(3) Authorship Disputes: Providing false information about a researcher’s
affiliation or academic position, granting authorship to individuals

who did not contribute to the content or results of the research, or

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the failure to grant authorship of a manuscript to individuals who
contributed to the content or results of the research, or who made
relevant contributions, without justifiable reason.

(4) Duplicate Submission and Self-plagiarism: Submission of manuscripts
describing research results or elements that are essentially the same as
those described in another journal or primary publication.

(5) Other Violations: Any other reports of misconduct judged by the
Research Ethics Committee of AJLAS as noticeable misconduct.

(Composition of the Research Ethics Committee)

(1) The members of the editorial board of AJLAS shall serve on the
journal’s Research Ethics Committee.

(2) Individuals with conflicts of interest related to any investigation shall
be excluded from the Research Ethics Committee.

(3) The Research Ethics Committee may consult or involve a Latin
American Studies Association executive or an external expert in its
decision making, dependent on the severity or nature of any

violation.

(Reporting Violations)

Research ethics violations may be reported in the following ways:

(1) The Research Ethics Committee may receive reports of misconduct
by any available means, such as in writing, by phone, by mail, by
email, or through the LASA website. It is acceptable for a proxy to
submit a report of ethics violations.

(2) Reports of misconduct should be made by an informant using
his/her real name. Anonymous allegations of misconduct may not be
considered. However, if specific information and substantiated
evidence related to a claim of misconduct are submitted, anonymous

reports will be accepted.

(Investigative Process and Vindication)

Research ethics violations may be reported in the following ways:

1. The Research Ethics Committee will convene and initiate an
investigation within two weeks of any report of violations being filed.

2. The Research Ethics Committee is obligated to gather sufficient
evidence of specific misconduct in order to verify the validity of the
report.

3. Under no circumstances shall any personal information regarding the

person(s) who report violations be published. The committee should
take all necessary measures to protect the informant from negative
repercussions or possible external pressures.

. The person(s) concerned will be informed of the allegation in writing

or by meeting with the Research Ethics Committee in person. The
committee shall ensure that the person(s) concerned are given an
opportunity to express their opinions, objections, and arguments.

. The Research Ethics Committee will keep confidendal the

identity/ies of the person(s) concerned and ensure that the person(s)
concerned experience no infringement of their rights undl the
suspected misconduct has been verified.

. All details of the investigation, including reports, deliberations,

decisions, and suggested measures, shall be kept confidential.
Individuals who take part directly or indirectly in the investigation
shall not disclose any information during the execution of the
investigation or related tasks.

. The Research Ethics Committee shall notify the person(s) concerned

of both the content and results of the investigation before the final
decision is made. All parties and persons related to the allegation will
be given sufficient opportunity to respond.

. The committee shall notify the informant and the person(s)

concerned after a decision regarding the investigation has been made
by vote. For a vote to be executed successfully, more than two-thirds
of the currently registered members and a majority vote of the

members in attendance are required.

. The results of the ethics violation investigation must be reported to

the board of the Association, and all records, including relevant
documentation, evidence, and lists of individuals involved, shall be
provided.

(Measures after Verification) If it is determined by the Research Ethics
Committee that there is an actual violation of the Code of Research
Ethics, disciplinary measures will be taken based on the severity of
violation. These are as the following;

(1) The authors’ institutions and sponsors will be notified of the violation

of the Code of Research Ethics.
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(2) The authors will be prohibited from submitting manuscripts to any
publication related to the Association and to AJLAS for three to five
years.

(3) Published papers will be removed from AJLAS and from the
Association’s digital archive and members will be informed of the
reasons for this decision.

(4) The results of the investigation will be reported to the National
Research Foundation of Korea, according to that foundation’s

management guidelines for scholarly journals.

Addendum

1. This Code of Research Ethics took effect on October 1, 2008, when it was first
established.

2. This Code of Research Ethics was revised on October 10, 2020.

3. Matters not specified in this Code of Research Ethics may be discussed and

decided by the editorial board.
